This was a very smart 

move because the chapter 

paid the first $20. If you have 

an annual membership, you 

can do the same thing until 

31 December. You will count 

toward our goal of 50 GMT’s.

Not only is the chapter willing to 

pay the first $20, but MOAA will 

also credit you with a prorated 

portion of your current annual 

dues. Also, you can pay MOAA 

in ten monthly installments in-

stead of a lump sum, and you 

can pay by check or credit card.  

(The chapter will pay $20 be-

cause MOAA will give us $20 

next year for every “convert to 

Life” we bring them. So it’s a 

“wash” for the chapter and you 

get to benefit.  

 

Bottom line: You're now paying 

$27 a year for an annual mem-

bership.
