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Legislative Report

Since our last chapter newsletter Con-

gress has changed hands to feature a 

scant majority of Democrats and the 

President has adopted a new war strat-

egy to increase the number of troops in 

the Army and Marine Corps - some-

thing MOAA and the Military Coalition 

have been saying since before 9-11.  

 

The 2007 MOAA TOP 10 legislative 

goals are on page 34 of  the January 

edition of the Military Officer Magazine 

(“MOM”, as it’s referred to at MOAA 

HQ). At our national board meeting in 

November 2006, we voted to feature 

three of those TOP 10 goals at the 

upcoming April STORMING THE HILL 

2007.  

 

Defending against cost-shifting to 

health care beneficiaries is one of the 

three. Expect that in the March issue of 

Military Officer Magazine you'll be able 

to tear off and mail post cards to your 

national representatives and senators 

on this issue. They DO work!  

 

We're also going to continue the offen-

sive on SBP-DIC and the effective date 

of the 30-year Paid Up SBP.  The ineq-

uity of the latter is palpable.  Budgetary 

rules in effect when the 30-Year Paid 

Up SBP went into effect created what 

we now call the Greatest Generation 

Tax on military retirees of that era, but 

we never expected that we would not 

be able to get Congress to fix this ineq-

uity before now.  Due to the cost, we 

may yet again fail, but we aren’t going 

to quit trying.    

 

We are also concerned that, given the 

perceived desire of so many Ameri-

cans and of Congress to get out of 

Iraq, we may end up with a relatively 

short window to fix the SBP-DIC off-

set.  Why?  It's psychology.  Right now, 

the widows and widowers created by 

the casualties in Iraq are pretty sympa-

thetic.  The inequity that they face due 

to SBP-DIC is pretty apparent, al-

though Congress has increased other 

death benefits substantially, which also 

factors into the equation.  If the number 

of deaths go down with a withdrawal 

from combat in Iraq, we may face the 

"out of sight, out of mind" syndrome. 

With the need to get some movement 

in SBP-DIC, our staff is exploring with 

our legislative partners how we might 

take an incremental approach, a tactic 

that has stood MOAA well in benefit 

f ights on previous occasions.
