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MUSEUM PROGRESS

This has been a year of progress for the Armed Forces
and Aerospace Museum. The paid membership has now
grown to more than 500 in number and the number of
contributors has now reached over 714. Spokane
County approved a grant of 50,000 dollars for opera-
tions costs and the State of Washington Legislature ap-
propriated 100,000 dollars towards the building con-
struction. Avista Corporation pledged 50,000 dollars
with an initial 10,000 dollar payment. There was an ex-
cellent response to our matching funds letter. .

In the month of September on Saturday the 27th the Mu-
seum is sponsoring a major event at the XN Hanger at
Geiger Field. Many of you may have read in the paper
about the restoration of the Boeing model 40d by Addi-
son and Pemberton of Spokane. It is the only flying
model of this plane built in the 1920s and was Boeings
first commercial aircraft.

Addison Pemberton is now flying those first mail routes
in the United States and will fly to New York before re-
turning via San Francisco and finally returning to Spo-
kane. The event on the 27th will be from 6-9 PM and
will have a 3 course dinner and wine tasting.

Legislative Report
By Chuck Latimer

The most current issues with which all our chapter
members can help comes from the Senate “punting” on the
FY2009 Defense Authorization Bill. When the Congress
went on Recess for August, the Senate had not agreed to
bring up this all-important bill. The authorization bill is the
key vehicle for nearly all military personnel changes, and
the Senate is scheduled to consider amendments to pre-
vent undue TRICARE increases, ease compensation pen-
alties for disabled retirees and military widows, plus up mili-
tary pay raises, and fix Reserve retirement inequities,
among others.

But, it is hung up in the Senate because some senators
won't agree to limit amendments to only defense-related
issues. The single biggest issue is that some Republicans
insist on being able to add amendments to expand oil-
drilling. Congress is scheduled to adjourn by the start of
October so legislators can go home to campaign for re-
election. That will leave only September for the Senate to
resolve this debate,

So, what can you do to help? Besides going on the
MOAA website and generating emails to Senators Murray
and Cantwell from Washington or Senators Craig and
Crapo from Idaho -- you might call their local offices. Tell
the staffer that you want them to work to get the Defense
Authorization Bill passed in September and to make sure
that it includes the following issues.

First, support Senator Bill Nelson's (D-FL) proposed
amendment that would end the SBP/DIC offset and make
sure it is added to the final version of the National Defense
Authorization Bill. Without it, widows of sponsors who died
of service-connected causes have nearly $1,100 a month
deducted from their SBP annuities.

Second, vote for Senator Harry Reid’s concurrent re-
ceipt amendment to FY2009 Defense Authorization Bill.
Congress needs to fully eliminate the law that makes hun-
dreds to thousands of disabled uniformed services retirees
forfeit part or all of their earned military retired pay.

Third, support an amendment to the Defense bill by
Senators Frank Lautenberg (D-NJ) and Chuck Hagel (R-
NE) which will bar the Pentagon from imposing unfair in-
creases in TRICARE fees. Unless the Senate approves this
amendment big fee hikes could happen later this year.

Fourth, vote for Senator Saxby Chambliss’ amendment
to make retroactive to 9/11/01 the provision already in the
Defense bill that reduces the reserve retirement age by 90
days for every 90 days activated. The dramatically in-
creased demands for Reserve service commitments should
be matched by a more robust military retirement to partially
offset the loss of civilian retirement accrual from multiple
call-ups during a 20 year reserve career.
